Scripture: I Corinthians 12:12-31a

Bible Story: Parts is Parts

All times are approximate.  Please be flexible with the story and with the children.

10:30-10:40
Gathering Time

Gather the children from Fellowship and proceed to your room.  Ask the children to gather in a circle.  Share with each other what has happened in your lives this past week.  Listen to all stories but do not let one child monopolize the time.  Everyone who wants to share should get to. Share something of yourself also.   Pass the collection basket around.  When all are finished, offer a prayer for all of these things.

10:50-11:05
Tell the Story
(Supplies will be on the shelf.)

Today, I have brought several things from my kitchen to share with you.  Here’s some flour.  Would anyone like a spoonful?  No?  Well, how about some baking soda?  Would you like a bite of that?  Maybe a taste of this shortening?  Or a raw egg? 

Hmm.  Nobody seems interested in the things I brought to share with you today.  I wonder—if I mix some of these ingredients together, maybe you might like them a little better.  I brought a bowl and spoon with me; so let’s see what we can come up with. Add all the ingredients in the bowl and mix.  

Anyone want a taste of what we have created?  Give them plastic spoons for tasting.  It’s interesting that not one of you wanted to taste the flour or the baking soda by itself, but when we mixed those things together, we ended up with something that tastes good.

This reminds me of God’s people.  God has given each one of us special talents that we can use to serve him, but we are not all good at everything.  The church works best when we all work together as a body of Christ.  Just like the ingredients in our cookie dough.  Let’s go put these in the oven and you can take some home with you.  Let youth drop cookie dough onto cookie sheet and place in oven.  

Read or have one of the youth read the scripture for today while the cookies are baking.  Talk about how we are like the body parts; each separate but in need of each other.  They may also work on the worksheet.

11:10-11:20

Scripture Reading & Feast

Gather the children back into the circle. Talk to the children about Jesus gathering with his friends, the Disciples, sharing in a meal.  As Disciples of Christ, we gather at the communion table every week to remember that Jesus died for us.  This feast is a coming together in remembrance as a community of believers.  And like friends and family we share stories at meals.   This is an excellent opportunity for the children to interact with each other.   Pass around the napkins and the “feast”.  (This will probably be crackers and juice of some sort.  It will already be on the shelf in the room for your convenience)  

11:20-11:30
Clean up and Singing Praises

When all have finished, have each place their napkin and cup in the trash.  There will be CD’s available for you to play and sing until their parents arrive to collect them.  Please do not be worried that you may not be the best singer in the world.  God said to make a joyful noise.  Have fun with it.  This age children may or may not sing, but they will enjoy listening while they talk quietly.
