Scripture: Luke 6:22-23

Bible Story: The Price is Right

All times are approximate.  Please be flexible with the story and with the children.

10:30-10:40
Gathering Time

Gather the children from Fellowship and proceed to your room.  Ask the children to gather in a circle.  Share with each other what has happened in your lives this past week.  Listen to all stories but do not let one child monopolize the time.  Everyone who wants to share should get to. Share something of yourself also.   Pass the collection basket around.  When all are finished, offer a prayer for all of these things.

10:50-11:05
Tell the Story
(Supplies will be on the shelf.)

Do you remember the television game show, “The Price is Right”?  On that show, contestants play lots of games where they have to price items or verify the price of items.  One of the games they play is a price matching game.   There are several different items and several price tags.  The contestants have to match the correct price with the item.

So I thought it might be fun if we played that game today.  I have brought several items and price tags.  We will see if you can match each item with the correct price tag.  (Allow the children to take turns trying to match the items with the price tags)  That was fun wasn’t it?  It isn’t always easy to decide what the right price is.  You have to have a very good sense of the value of things.  That is true not only in this game but also in life.  

Some people have some pretty mixed up ideas about what is important in life.  For example: some might think the most important thing is to be popular.  The will do anything to be popular until they eventually find that they have put too high a price tag on the popularity.

Others might think that having lots of money is the  most important thing in life.  They might even be willing to lie, cheat and steal if that is what it takes to be rich.  Hopefully they discover that if having lots of money is more important than being honest, then the price is too high.

Jesus did not want you to be confused about what is important in life.  He taught many lessons on what is really important; loving God and loving others.  Following Jesus example.  Sometimes people might talk about you behind your back or might not like you because you follow Jesus.  But that is ok.  Because the price is right!

Scripture Reading & Feast

Gather the children back into the circle. Read or have one of the youth read the scripture for today.  Talk to the children about Jesus gathering with his friends, the Disciples, sharing in a meal.  As Disciples of Christ, we gather at the communion table every week to remember that Jesus died for us.  This feast is a coming together in remembrance as a community of believers.  And like friends and family we share stories at meals.   This is an excellent opportunity for the children to interact with each other.   Pass around the napkins and the “feast”.  (This will probably be crackers and juice of some sort.  It will already be on the shelf in the room for your convenience)  

11:20-11:30
Clean up and Singing Praises

When all have finished, have each place their napkin and cup in the trash.  There will be CD’s available for you to play and sing until their parents arrive to collect them.  Please do not be worried that you may not be the best singer in the world.  God said to make a joyful noise.  Have fun with it.  This age children may or may not sing, but they will enjoy listening while they talk quietly.
