Scripture: Luke 4:1-13

Bible Story: Tempting?  Nah

All times are approximate.  Please be flexible with the story and with the children.

10:30-10:40
Gathering Time

Gather the children from Fellowship and proceed to your room.  Ask the children to gather in a circle.  Share with each other what has happened in your lives this past week.  Listen to all stories but do not let one child monopolize the time.  Everyone who wants to share should get to. Share something of yourself also.   Pass the collection basket around.  When all are finished, offer a prayer for all of these things.

10:50-11:05
Tell the Story
(Supplies will be on the shelf.)

We will start today’s lesson with a couple of games.  See attached sheets for materials needed and instructions.

After playing both games, gather back together and talk about them.  In the first game even though you threw the temptation away it kept coming back at you.    In the second game, the ‘Word of God’ protected someone from the temptation.  We need to focus on God’s word and the teachings of Jesus to help us keep temptation away.  Keep on throwing it in the garbage!

11:10-11:20

Scripture Reading & Feast

Gather the children back into the circle. Read or have one of the youth read the scripture for today.  Talk to the children about Jesus gathering with his friends, the Disciples, sharing in a meal.  As Disciples of Christ, we gather at the communion table every week to remember that Jesus died for us.  This feast is a coming together in remembrance as a community of believers.  And like friends and family we share stories at meals.   This is an excellent opportunity for the children to interact with each other.   Pass around the napkins and the “feast”.  (This will probably be crackers and juice of some sort.  It will already be on the shelf in the room for your convenience)  

11:20-11:30
Clean up and Singing Praises

When all have finished, have each place their napkin and cup in the trash.  There will be CD’s available for you to play and sing until their parents arrive to collect them.  Please do not be worried that you may not be the best singer in the world.  God said to make a joyful noise.  Have fun with it.  This age children may or may not sing, but they will enjoy listening while they talk quietly.  
Materials needed: instructions for games, lots of wadded up paper balls, a sheet with the words “Word of God” printed on it, masking tape, bible, candy prizes for all

First game instructions:

Divide the class into two teams, standing on opposite sides of the room/hall.  Place a piece of masking tape in the center.  Then give each child one paper ball.  In this game, the paper balls represent temptation or sin and the youth will throw them away, aiming across the centerline.  But as one is thrown another is coming back across at them.  After about 30 seconds of throwing, call time and move on to the second game.

Second game instructions:

Have the class line up against the wall.  Ask for a volunteer.  Say, “It is sometimes very hard to resist temptation.  Let me show you.”  Ask the volunteer to walk along the opposite wall as the class.  Give the class a paper ball.  And have them through temptation at the volunteer.   Then ask the volunteer if the temptation balls were hard to avoid.  Can try this with several different volunteers as time allows.  Then have a volunteer walk along the wall holding up the sheet with the words “Word of God” in front of them, using it as a shield.  Say, “God has given you his word so that you can fight off temptation.”
