Children’s Worship

January 21, 2007 & January 24, 2010

Scripture: I Corinthians 12:12-31a

Bible Story: That’s What It’s All About!!
All times are approximate.  Please be flexible with the story and with the children.

10:30-10:40
Gathering Time

Gather the children from Fellowship and proceed to your room.  Ask the children to gather in a circle.  Share with each other what has happened in your lives this past week.  Listen to all stories but do not let one child monopolize the time.  Everyone who wants to share should get to.  Pass the collection basket around.  When all are finished, offer a prayer for all of these things.

10:40-10:55
Tell the Story

Have everyone stand in a circle.    Lead the children in doing the Hokey Pokey, all the way through.  Wasn’t that FUN!!  Now they may sit down.  Can you imagine what would happen if you were doing the “Hokey Pokey” and the left hand refused to do the “Hokey Pokey” because it wanted to the right foot?

What if the right foot said, “Since I am not the left hand, I am not a part of the body so I refuse to do the “Hokey Pokey”?  The next thing you know, the head might say, “I don’t need any of you, I can do the ‘Hokey Pokey’ all by myself!”

How could that happen?  The hands, the fee, the head… they are all part of the “whole”.  You need them all to do the “Hokey Pokey”.  Just like the song says, “that’s what it’s all about”.

This song is a little silly but it is a good example of what the church should be like.  In our scripture reading today, it tells us that the church is the body of Christ and that it is made up of many members.  (Read scripture from bible.)  Each member is different and each has been given special and different talents.

Some are preachers, some are teachers, while some have the gift of healing. (doctors)  Some people are good leaders and been given the gift of seeing that everything runs smoothly while others have been given the gift of helping others.

Just as God gave us hands, feet, head, eyes, and ears to meet the needs of our bodies, He has given the church different members with different gifts to meet the needs of the whole church.  And just like the song says, “That’s What It’s All About!!”

Responding to God’s Word

Clean up

Children put items away that they have been using.

11:10-11:20

Feast

Gather the children back into the circle.   Pass around the napkins so each child can make a table in front of them.  Then pass out the “feast”.  (This will probably be crackers and juice of some sort.  It will already be on the shelf in the room for your convenience.)  You may talk to the children about Jesus gathering with his friends, the Disciples, in sharing a meal.  And like friends and family we share stories at meals.  This is an excellent opportunity for the children to interact with each other.  

11:20-11:30
Clean up and Singing Praises

When all have finished, have each place their napkin and cup in the trash.  There will be CD’s available for you to play and sing until their parents arrive to collect them.  Please do not be worried that you may not be the best singer in the world.  Children don’t care and God said to make a joyful noise.  Have fun with it.  When the parents come to collect the children, let them know that you were glad they were here today and hope to see them next week.
