Children’s Worship

Feb. 24, 2008 & Feb. 28, 2010

Scripture: John 4:5-42

Bible Story: Woman at the Well
All times are approximate.  Please be flexible with the story and with the children.

10:30-10:40
Gathering Time

Gather the children from Fellowship and proceed to your room.  Ask the children to gather in a circle.  Share with each other what has happened in your lives this past week.  Listen to all stories but do not let one child monopolize the time.  Everyone who wants to share should get to.  Pass the collection basket around.  When all are finished, offer a prayer for all of these things.

10:40-10:55
Tell the Story

Ask the children to sit quietly while you gather the story supplies.  These will be on the shelf. (unless you have taken them home earlier to practice)  Join the children in the circle.

Each child will make a bucket to draw water from your well.  Using a small Dixie cup, punch two holes across from each other.  Have the children thread a piece of embroidery floss through holes and tie ends together.  The thread becomes the handle of their bucket.  Gather around the “well”.  Instruct them that they are to take turns dipping their buckets into the well to draw out water and drinking it.  But when they dip it into the well, they must come up with something water is used for.  Write these things on a large sheet of paper taped to the wall, close to the “well”.  When the well is dry, have the children return to their seats.  Review the list of things we use water for.  

In our story today, Jesus uses water to teach a woman a very important lesson.  Read the story from the book, “Technicolor Stories, Tales of Biblical Proportions”.  (marked)  

10:55-11:05
Responding to God’s Word

Have the children gather around the empty glass jar.  Pour the baking soda into the jar and say, “Life without God’s love is like this baking soda, nothing special.  It just sits there.  That’s what the woman at the well felt like before she met Jesus.  But after she met Jesus…(pour the vinegar into the glass jar, and watch the bubbly reaction)…her life had joy and meaning and excitement!  She was bubbling over with happiness!

Ask:  How does Jesus’ love change your life?


How do you feel when you think about how much Jesus loves you?


Who can you share you “bubbly” excitement with?

11:05-11:10

Clean up

Children put items away that they have been using.

11:10-11:20

Feast

Gather the children back into the circle.  Read to them the scripture from the Children’s Bible.  Pass around the napkins so each child can make a table in front of them.  Then pass out the “feast”.  (This will probably be crackers and juice of some sort.  It will already be on the shelf in the room for your convenience.)  You may talk to the children about Jesus gathering with his friends, the Disciples, in sharing a meal.  And like friends and family we share stories at meals.  This is an excellent opportunity for the children to interact with each other.  

11:20-11:30
Clean up and Singing Praises

When all have finished, have each place their napkin and cup in the trash.  There will be CD’s available for you to play and sing until their parents arrive to collect them.  Please do not be worried that you may not be the best singer in the world.  Children don’t care and God said to make a joyful noise.  Have fun with it.  When the parents come to collect the children, let them know that you were glad they were here today and hope to see them next week.

Materials needed: bible, storybook, Dixie cups, embroidery floss, hole punch, bucket of water to be well, glass jar, 1 tablespoon of baking soda, 1/3 cup of vinegar
